Hon.ble #amber Shri Harshadbhai Chunilal Vasava visited the Kangra District of
Himachal Pradesh on 10.09.2018. Meeting was held with the officials of the District
where Hon.ble Member was warmly welcomed by the District officials. Inaugural
speech delivered by District Collector Shri Dinesh Singh.

Issues related to the ST Communities discussed during the meeting:-

84090 total population is of tribes in District Kangra

9 % of total budget allocation is for Tribal Sub Plan(TSP)

Live Stock i.e.Goats and Ships are main activity of the District

Literacy rate satisfactory in HF' (74%- 82% male and 66% female)

Ship breeding- Animal husbandry can be upgraded by the Aid of central Govt.
Tribal officer in District not available - nly .anning officer preparing the budget
FRA is not satisfactory, it will be taker up within six months

Drop in primary education is negligible very good position

School buildings are on rent but FCA school need looked into by DC which is
Governed by forest (since it is before FRA)

Doctors are available in the hospital but subordinate staff as female workers
are not available in hospitals

only two cases are there related to tribals one of kidnapping and other is of
local dispute :

10.09.2018 PRESS BRIEFING AT C H. DHARAMSHALA

Introduction of Hon. Member was given to the press representatives by Shri Trilok
Kapoor Vice President of the All India ST Morcha accompanying Hon. Member

it was briefed that Issues related to Gaddi’ Samaj brought to the notice of
administration of District. D.C. has assured that all sort of measures will be taken for
upgrading and safe guarding tribals of this area. Major issues are related with forest
Department, So it should be taken up and it was assured that FRA issues will be
sorted out in 5-6 months. Main reason to visit tribal area is just to highlight the
problems of tribals. After this spot visit it will be reported to the District and State
Govt.

Question:  August 17, some ST (Gaddi) people were lathi charged and Chairman
NCST also visited the spot. What is progress and Status of the inquiry ? What action
have been initiated? who have been punished? Who were found guilty?

Ans. Interim report was brought by the administration before NCST which was not
to the point and as such detailed report was sought, on receipt of the same enquiry
will be initiated without further delay.

Ques. SHO and SDM at that time must be inquired.
Ans. Yes it should be. Instructions have been given to the authority.
Ques. Animal husbandry is main thrust for economic Upliftment.

Ans: Authority has been directed to make any pilot project for the same.

Ques.:Lathi charges issue- Trilok Kapoor had complained against Ex CM
Veerbhadra Singh for the atrocity against him.

Ans: After verifying the evidence and inquiry report any action against anybody will
be taken.

Health-  all are at par, no special scheme for STs but in case of STs pregnant
female, right from conception till delivery every treatment is free.

Doctors are serving — they prefer for tribal pocket. because they are given priority in
post graduation.

Female health worker and other such staff are available but tribal areas not given
any priority in filling up vacant positions.

local taboons restrict STs from medical treatment, however they are persuaded for
coming forward for medical treatment instead of superstitions.

In schools health scheme profiles are maintained.

BAIJNATH DIST.OFFICIALS MEETING DT.12/09/2018,10.30 A.M.

Hon.Member was welcomed by S.D.M Shri Vikash Shukla.with welcome speech
followed by introductory speech by Shri Trilok i<apoor. The meeting was preponed
because of the visit of Health Minister of Himachal Pradesh in Baijnath area. Dist.
officials has to attend both the VIPs on same date.

B.D.O.,Tehsildar,Sr.Vaternary officer were present amongst other officers of the
Dist.,S.D.M. in his speech gave idea about work done and in progress for the tribals
of the area.63 cases under FRA has been sent to gramsabha and forest right
committee which has been approvrd,16 cases are pending at Dist. Level.

Recently because of land sliding tribal chunk of Pulachak was cut from other area.
Ration was provided by special arrangements and special budget of 80-90 lacs of
rupees.

Hon. Member concluded the meeting with thanks and certain suggestions.

* Special police patrolling should be planned during the months of migration of the
sheep breeder.

*S.D.M. instructed to ofiicers to point cut which are the areas where basic
necessities are still not available.

*police should make out special action pla to meet out the situation of theft of the
poor sheep breeder.

*Action should be initiated against the fake list found during the survey of the BPL.
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*if planning done at gram panchayat level duplication of work in planning can be
avoided and funds can be used as per local priority.

*Forest Department should be allocated fund for the roads construction in the forest
areas, if necessary fund of line department should be transferred to forest
department for fast construction of roads.

*Kanarthu lift irrigation scheme should be reviewed and it should be speed up.
*vacant posts of doctors should be filled up fast.

*PWD had done stone laying function but no work has been carried out for ten years
,.SDM assured personal visit.

*Animal husbandry should initiate special programmes for sheep breeders ie.bima
Yojana, disability fund etc, solar light, water proof tents, directorate for sheep and
wool should be started.

*marketing for the wool and other products of sheep breeder should be planned.

*representations of the problems of the villagers of Multhan village who had come to
meet Hon.Member should be redressed.

*Tracking scouts training for youths.

*solar light for villages.
